The following staffing guidelines have been developed to support your planning process for the 2008-2009 school year.    This document includes both the teacher-student ratios at which schools were staffed and recommended guidelines for the utilization the staffing allotment.   As you staff for continued improvement in student achievement, remember that you have flexibility in your staffing.   Look at all your funding sources in order to maximize your instructional impact through effective staffing:   Title I, Title II, and Exchanges from other non-instructional positions.

Elementary Schools

1. General Fund Staffing will be at a Student-Teacher ratio of 20.5: 1.   

2. General Fund staffing does not include IEP identified students who are self-contained in SpEd.

3. School sites are responsible for assigning staff in a way that leads to lower pupil-teacher ratios and increased instructional time for students who are below proficiency in literacy and math.

4. School sites are reminded that the General Fund staffing allocation is only on part of the total staffing picture.   Sites also are expected to use their Title I funds, At-Risk funds, Title IIA funds, any grant funds, and exchanging non-teaching positions (see the ‘Staffing Ratio’ guide sheet) to effectively staff their schools for increased student achievement.

STAFFING RATIO


In order to assist schools in reaching the 7 Critical Features under First Things First, greater flexibility in staffing will be provided.  Whenever a school has a vacancy for teachers, assistant principals, counselors, librarians, nurses, social workers, paraprofessionals, aides, custodians, secretaries, or campus officers, the staff will have flexibility in filling that vacancy.  Based on the employment area.  The ratios are based on a comparison of the average salaries of employment categories to the average teacher salary with the teacher average being a 1.0 FTE (full time equivalent).  In other words, a school might choose to replace a teacher (1.0) who resigns with a teacher aide (.4) and a campus officer (.6).  Or a high school assistant principal vacancy (1.7) could be filled with a teacher (1.0) and an ISS monitor (.7).

Schools will be required to follow mandated guidelines established by the State Department of Education and the North Central Accreditation Agency unless waivers are sought and granted.  Certification requirements must also be met.
