The program is comprised of 6 teachers, 1 social worker, 7 paraprofessionals, 1 behavior specialist, 1 full time administrator of the school, and 1 secretary.  The school provides services to all grade levels in all content areas.  USD No. 500 issues credit to the students based on courses completed.   
In addition to the services provided by USD No. 500, KVC provides on-site therapist and counselors as a support service to the students and school.
