INSTRUCTIONS 
For the Preparation of Annual Survey of Children in Local Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children under Title I, IASA
**(Revised as of October 2008)

GENERAL
The purpose of this annual survey is to provide the Department of Education and the State educational agency with current information on the location and number of children living in institutions for neglected or delinquent children, or in correctional institutions.  The information collected will be used for purposes of the Title I formula for computing allocations for counties and local education agencies.

Institutions in which education is provided by a State agency should not be included.  These institutions should be submitted on the Form for Annual Survey of Children in State Agency Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children, Adult Correctional Institutions, and Community Day Program for Neglected or Delinquent Children.

In some cases, the education for children in a State operated institution IS provided by the local educational agency.  The institution SHOULD BE included in THIS survey of children in local institutions unless there are specific arrangements for reimbursement from the State agency responsible for providing free public education.
