The program is comprised of 7 teachers, 15 paraprofessionals, and  1 full time administrator of the school.  
The instructional day is 370 minutes long and the pupil/teacher ratio is 10:1.
The school provides instruction in grades K-12 in all core content and required elective areas consistent with state standards. USD No. 500 issues high school credit to the students based on courses successfully completed.
