	Students gained organization strategies to become better at comprehending reading materials.  The learner was focused and actively involved in development of vocabulary.  Daily reinforcement was achieved through the use of word walls, graphic organizers, daily reading passages and morning messages.


	*What are the long term impacts of implementing each of the reading strategies?
	Children gained vocabulary through the use of these strategies.  The students were exposed to language and retention through the use of the word walls.  Students will become better readers. We had more exemplary students on the KCA state test.


	*Describe the professional development around these strategies.
	Teachers looked at student work through learning focused conversations.  Teachers utilized direct vocabulary instructions. Teachers took gallery walks in order to connect with other teachers.  Used protocols to discuss students work.  Teachers kept track of student progress by using file folders and moving them as needed.

	.Training allowed teachers to monitor and adjust their daily plans.  Also, teachers were able to differentiate instruction based on needs of their students.

	68% of the children were at/ above the level of proficiency.
31.9 % were below the level of proficiency in reading.
