	Staff participated in Literacy By Design training and visited other schools to observe literacy instruction. As a result of these trainings students were placed in small groups for reading, based on their instructional needs.

	The short term impact of the self-monitoring strategies is that students gain mathematical skills and knowledge about problem solving and are able to apply this knowledge in their daily work. The application of this knowledge increases the math proficiency of our students which helps them to meet and or exceed the state standards. The short term impact of the direct instruction ensures that all students are exposed to grade level content and provides an opportunity for the teacher to model and for students to have some guided practice.


	*What are the long term impacts of implementing each of the math strategies?
	The long term impact is that students become mathematically competent in solving real world math problems. Students also become reflective in their practice and increase their skills and capabilities in math. This continued focus will lead towards improved student performance on the state and local assessments.


	*Describe the professional development around these strategies.
	The professional development around these strategies was limited. Given that the 2008-2009 school year was the first year of existence for the school, the majority of the professional development was spent becoming familiar with district expectations and becoming knowledgeable about the contents of the charter petition. District personnel (Suzie Legg) provided some professional development on the use of Math Investigations.


	*How did the training affect subsequent instructional decisions?
	A new math resource, Saxon Math, was implemented after the first nine weeks of school. For some time staff tried to implement both Math Investigations and Saxon Math. By the end of the school year only Saxon Math was being used.


	How did your students perform on the local assessments?
	On the 2009 spring MAP test in math, 36% of students in 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade scored at or above the 50%tile.
