	Everything related to SES comes through Cayen Supplemental Services Tracker.  Standards for math and reading and student tudent test scores are downloaded into the program.  In some cases the provider gives the student a pre-diagnostic test.  From all of that data goals for each student are set using data in Cayen.  Each SES building facilitator electronically approves the learning plan.  Parents are then asked to sign off on the plan.  If parents cannot be contacted by one of three different ways, the plan is automatically approved by the district.

All students enrolled were prioritized by need based on MAP, prior state assessment scores, student grades and teacher recommendation.
