Dear Parent or Guardian,

The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 is a federal law to mmprove education for all children. It holds
schools responsible for results, gives parents greater choices, and promotes teaching methods that work. Rosedale is
committed to helping all students reach high standards of achievement and giving every child a quality education.
We are making progress, but there is still a lot of work that needs to be done for all our children.

In August 2005, the Kansas State Education Department identified schools that are in need of improvement as
required under federal NCLB rules. Rosedale was identified as a Title 1 Corrective Action School — Year 3. This
means that although we made significant gains in both reading and math, we did not meet the state proficiency
criteria in all subgroups in both of these areas. This year we will be focusing on more staff development to ensure
our students are getting current and research based strategies to help them be more successful in both reading and
math on the Kansas State Assessments, We specifically will be focusing on vocabulary development, metacognition,
and comprehension strategies across the curriculum.

Every effort is being made to provide the highest quality instructional program to best meet the needs of your child.
We are confident that several of the interventions and exciting programs will make this school year a successful
experience for your child. Some of the interventions and programs that are being used:

3 Extended professional development opportunities for all teachers which will focus on new strategies to help struggling students;
e Literacy and mathematics coaches who will work with teachers everyday to improve the quality of their teaching;

. New teaching strategies and smaller class sizes for struggling students;

. Continued recruitment of highly-qualified and certified teachers 10 staff our classrooms;

. More classroom time devoted 1o reading and math skills;

. Expanded parental involvement programs.

. Tutoring programs for struggling learners.

We feel the above mentioned programs along with continual observations and supports will make this a successful
year for your child’s teacher, Mace/ €. moivike, ; who is working on her certification to be listed
as a highly qualified teacher by the Kansas State Department of Education. :

We ask that you support your child by making sure that she/he comes to school every day on time. Make sure that
all homework assignments and school projects are completed on time. We also invite you to participate in all school
activities. Stay in close contact with your child’s advocate and teachers to monitor your child’s academic progress.
Tell teachers you want to hear from them as soon as problems occur so you can work together to find solutions. We
also encourage you to become active in the school’s Parents’ Association and School Leadership Team (PTSA) and
participate in Site Council, which meets every third Tuesday of the month.
