1.1 Submission of Bid: 
 

a. The Board of Education of Unified School District #500, Kansas City, Kansas, will receive

b. Bids must be submitted on the bid sheet provided in the bid document, signed and completed. 

 
c. Bids shall be in a sealed envelope, clearly marked "BID 80003RB-ELEVATOR

name and address.  

 
d. Bids shall be stated in both words and figures. In the event of a discrepancy in the amount 

shown in the bid document between the words and the figures, words shall govern.

1.2 Bidder's Acknowledgments: 
 

a. The bidder declares that he/she has had an opportunity to examine the site of the work and 
he/she has examined the Contract Documents therefore; that he/she has carefully prepared 
their bid upon the basis thereof; that he/she has carefully checked this bid for materials, 
equipment, and labor required hereunder, the cost therefore and their figures thereof, and 
hereby states that the amounts, set forth in this bid is, or are correct and that no mistakes or 
errors have occurred in this bid, or in the bidder's computations upon which this is based, and 
the bidder agrees that he/she will make no claim for reformation, modifications, revisions or 
corrections of this bid after the scheduled closing time for receipt of bid. 
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1.3 Interpretation of Contract Document: 
 

a. No oral interpretation will be made to any bidder as to the meaning of the Contract 
Document.  Every request for any interpretations shall be made at least (1) week before bid 
date opening in writing and addressed and forwarded to the Shop Office, 313 North 10th 
Street, Kansas City, Kansas 66102.  Every interpretation made to a bidder will be in the form 
of an addendum and will be sent as promptly as is practical to all persons to whom Contract 
Documents have been issued.

1.4 Affirmative Action (EEOC):

1.5   Subcontractor: 
 

a. Name and addresses of all proposed subcontractors (if any) shall be attached to the 
completed bid documents. Maximum Mark-Up of ten Percent (10%) shall be allowed on 
any subcontractor. 
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1.6 Bidder's Qualifications:  
 

a. Bidder shall be familiar with, experienced with, and regularly engaged in the design, 
manufacture, installation and maintenance of elevator control and equipment covered under 
this contract.

A dedicated telephone number shall be provided to the owner for requesting emergency 
service. A maximum of one (1) hour response time for elevator technicians to be on site for 
emergency repairs.  The one (1) hour response time shall be guaranteed in writing by the 
bidder. 

 
d. All elevator technicians must meet the following criteria: 

 
1. Completed an apprenticeship program within the elevator industry of at least (3) 

three years and has completed the appropriate "National Elevator Industry 
Educational Program" (NEIEP) module. 

 
2. Passed the" National Educational Industry Program" (NEIEP) elevator mechanic's 

test. 
 

3. Has been of journeyman status continuously for the last five years.  
 

4. The bidder will maintain a spare parts inventory at least equal to twenty-five (25%) 
percent of the bid cost. 

 
1.7   Preparation of Bid: 
 

a. Submit bid form furnished by the School District, without alteration in the form or any 
recapitulation of the work to be done.  Fill in all blank spaces in the form, sign in longhand. 
 Signatures and seal shall be affixed only by person legally authorized for either 
partnership, co-partnership, or corporation.

1.9   Award for Service Contract:

The contract, if awarded, will be awarded to the lowest acceptable bidder as 
determined by combining the total cost of the base bid and such alternate as the School 
District elects to accept.  This amount will then become the contract sum. 

 
1.10 Collusive Bidding: 
 

a. The bidder's signature on the bid is the guarantee that the price has been arrived at without 
collusion with other eligible bidders and without effort to preclude The Board of Education 
from obtaining the lowest possible competitive price. 

 
1.11 Examination of Site and Equipment:
