McKinley 3rd-5th grade students made AYP in reading and math.  
English as a Second Language: Approximately 85% of our student population consisted of non-English and limited 
English speaking students. Each of our instructional staff members have completed, or are in the process of completing, 
their ESL endorsement.  
School Improvement Team: The SIT Team met regularly to discuss student needs (behavioral and academic), classroom 
interventions and the impact of those interventions.  
Student Council: The student body elected Student Council officers. The Student Council promoted all school activities 
to allow students to celebrate their school pride. Student Council also supported various community service projects.  
The Family Advocacy Program helped connect school staff with families. Reading and Math nights, K-5 music programs 
and a school carnival were some of the activities that were enjoyed by our families and staff.  
A Computer Lab Instructor was added to the McKinley staff. The Instructor provided learning opportunities for students 
creating curriculum and lessons that were aligned to Kansas State standards. All students in 3rd-5th grades took their 
Kansas State Assessments, as well as MAP tests, online.  
After school tutoring was provided in Reading and Math for students in grades 3-5.  
A Parent Teacher Association was organized to help to foster a valuable home/school connection.
