e Community Connections — New Chelsea Teachers and Staff worked hard to strengthen the community
connection. Teachers and staff walked the New Chelsea neighborhood to invite the community to come see
the great things happening.

e Strengthening Instruction — Reading scores for all students in 2006-2007 48.2% — Reading scores for all
students in 2007-2008 56.7%. Math scores for all students in 2006-2007 51.2% — Math scores for all
students in 2007-2008 60.9%.

e Curriculum — As a workshop based school New Chelsea provided rigorous instruction in order to produce
high achievement. In Reader's Workshop the format gave students the tools for selecting and comprehending
literature, students who were once reluctant to read found themselves with the skills needed to be successful
readers. Over the course of the year, students read so many books and were encouraged to be good readers
and explore different genres, authors, and texts. In Math students were engaged in Math Investigation
Lessons followed by small group workshop time to strengthen skills, and work toward mastery.

e Musicals — All students had an opportunity to perform in a school musical at least once this year.

o Student Improvement Team — The team met twice each week to address the academic and behavioral
needs of students. Strategies were discussed and implemented, as well as data taken, to help all students
achieve at high levels.

e Parent Involvement — is increasing at New Chelsea. Family Advocacy days were successful in
strengthening relationships with New Chelsea families.
