¢ RIF (Reading is Fundamental) — Claude Huyck students all participated in three RIF activities throughout
the school year. This free distribution of books helped the students to increase the number of books in their
home libraries.

o Eagle Awards — Each quarter students were rewarded for their efforts in behavior and academics. During
the four quarters of the school year over 200 students were rewarded for following Claude Huyck School
behavior and academic expectations and for improving in schoolwork and behavior.
