o Student Council — This group was made up of elected student leaders in the intermediate grades. They
sponsored student activities that supported our whole community of learners, and developed academic goals
to strengthen student achievement.

o Celebration of Learning — Each class and special support areas showcased academic learning in all
subjects. Parents, friends and community members were invited to view projects and student work and to
interact with students and staff.

e Tutoring (Adopt A School - GFMBC) — This was an after school tutorial volunteer program once a week
(in Math/Reading every Wednesday).

o Quarterly Family Nights — During our Family Nights parents and students learned ways to practice skills
in Reading and Mathematics. Staff members were invited to view projects and interact with students and
staff.

o Kidzone — This before and after school program provided childcare, and academics, with special emphasis
in Reading, recreation and creative arts.

o Foster Grandparents — These volunteers came in each week and offered support for teachers and students
— often these individuals listened to students read which increased fluency.

o Intervention Specialists — Math and Reading was the focus for all students especially those in grades 3-5.
A teacher worked intensively with small groups of students to reinforce specific math and reading strategies
taught in classes.

e Good News Club — An after school class each Friday — it included dynamic Bible lessons, creative learning
activities, inspiring missionary stories, and life changing scripture memory. It taught Christian life lessons to
be applied in everyday pressures of life.

o Safety Patrol — This group was made up of selected fifth grade students. They demonstrated leadership as
well as good citizenship and were trained to help enforce hallway and dismissal rules of students at the end
of the day.

o Parent Teacher Association — This program promoted parent and student community involvement with
the school. It fostered positive relationships with the school and home.
